Theme: We are ambassadors of the gospel, but we are fallible
messengers of this perfect message (2 Corinthians 4:7-15). But never-
theless, we can have confidence; because the promises of God are all
‘Yes’ and ‘Amen’ in Christ.

1. THE HUMAN MESSENGERS MAY SEEM FALLIBLE
(vv. 15-17).
See also 2 Corinthians 1:23-2:2; Titus 2:1-10.

2. BUT THE GOSPEL OF JESUS IS SURE AND CERTAIN
(vv. 18-19).
See also 1 Corinthians 2:1-35.

3. BECAUSE ALL OF GOD’S PROMISES ARE ‘YES’ AND
‘AMEN’ IN HIM (v. 20).
See also Romans 8:31-39.
