2. BECAUSE OF THE NATURE OF GOD’S BEING (v. 8).
(See [ John 2:9-11.)

3. BECAUSE OF THE OBLIGATION THAT GOD’S LOVE PUTS
US UNDER (vv. 9-11).
(See Romans 5:6-8.)

4. BECAUSE OF THE NECESSITY OF GOD’S LOVE TO BE
COMPLETED IN US (v. 12).
(See John 1:18; 1 John 1:1-4; 4:20-5:1.)
