This moming’s message is part of our ongoing study from
the New Testament book of Ephesians; and is taken from
Ephesians 1:19-23

‘HIS POWER TOWARD US
WHO BELIEVE’

There are many challenges in life; and many people fear that they don’t have
the strength to cope with them. Yet, the apostle Paul--who kept his eyes on
Christ--manifested a strength from God that made him endure victoriously
through every kind of trial (2 Corinthians 12:7-10; Philippians 4:10-13). His
prayer for his believing friends was that they too would know about this power.

His words in Ephesians 1:19-23 show us that confidence for living comes
through knowing the greatness of God’s power toward those who believe.

1. THE BENEFICIARIES OF THIS POWER (v. 19).
(See Ephesians 1:15-16; 3:20-21).

2. THE SUFFICIENCY OF THIS POWER (v. 19-20).
(See 2 Corinthians 4:7-14).

3. THE DEMONSTRATION OF THIS POWER (vv. 20-23) ...
a. In Jesus’ resurrection from the dead (see Romans 8:11).

b. In Jesus’ enthronement to God’s right hand
(see Psalm 110:1; Hebrews 1:1-3).
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Scripture Reading:
Hebrews 10:35-39 (NKJV)

Therefore do not cast away your confidence, which has great reward. For
you have need of endurance, so that after you have done the will of God, you
may receive the promise:

“For yet a little while,

And He who is coming will come and will not tarry.
Now the just shall live by faith;

But if anyone draws back,

My soul has no pleasure in him.”

But we are not of those who draw back to perdition, but of those who believe
to the saving of the soul.
